Governor Corzine Returns to
Cooper for Follow-Up Surgery

Cooper was proud
that Governor Corzine
chose to return to our
hospital for follow-up
surgery last month.
Again, Cooper was in
the media spotlight during the Gover-
nor s three-day stay. As the Governor
exited Cooper on Thursday morning
September 20, three days after having
excess bone surgically removed from
his left leg, he brie y addressed the
media.

His follow-up surgery was neces-
sary to remove irregular bone masses
that had grown on his left femur,
something that occurs in 10 to 15
percent of people who are recovering
from this type of injury. Robert F. Os-
trum, M.D., Director of Orthopaedic
Trauma, who operated on the Gover-
nor both times since his devastating
car accident in April, commented that
Governor Corzine s stay was unevent-
ful.
